Yr13 Exams
These continue next week for some students.At St Benedicts we provide curriculum time for students needing 
to retake GCSEEnglish and Maths. Upon receiving the latest results, I am extremely pleased to report that most 
students achieved a grade 4 or above.

Yr13 UCAS deadline
Last year 62% of students went to university, 32% gained employment and 6% went on to start 
apprenticeships.There is only one more week for students to complete their UCAS.If your child is intending to 
studyhigher education and has not yet completed their application, please encourage them to do so before the end 
of next week.

Uniform Standards
We have noticed thatseveralstudents have lowered theiruniform standards since returning from the Christmas 
break. Form tutorswill be focusing on uniform next week.

Self-isolationchanges
From Monday 17 January, people who are self-isolating with COVID-19 will have the option to reduce their isolation 
period to 5 full days if they test negative with a lateral flow device (LFD) test on both day 5 and day 6 and they do not 
have a temperature. For example, if they test negative on the morning of day 5 and the morning of day 6, they can 
return to their education or childcare setting immediately on day 6.
The first test must be taken no earlier than day 5 of the self-isolation period, and the second must be taken the 
following day. All test results should bereported to NHS test and trace. 

If the result of either of their tests is positive, they should continue to self-isolate until they get negative results from 
two LFD tests on consecutive days or until they have completed 10 full days of self-isolation, whichever is earliest.

Anyone who is unable to take LFD tests or anyone who continues to have a temperature will need to complete the 
full 10 dayperiod of self-isolation.
